All the baptized have & calling in God’s world. God calls not just pastors and deacons but also
the youngest child, like Samuel. The story of the calling of Nathanael plays with the idea of
place. Nathanael initially dismisses Jesus because he comes from Nazareth, But where we come
from isn’t important; it’s where—or vather whom—we come to. Jesus refers to Jacob, who had a
vision in a place he called “the house of God, and . . . the gate of heaven” (Gen. 28:17). Jesus
says he himself is the place where Nathanael will meet God.

First Reading

1 Samuel 3:1-10 [11-20]

At a time when visions are rare and unexpected, the LorD comes to Samuel and calls him to
speak, the divine word. Though just a boy, Samuel vesponds to God obediently, as Eli the priest
has taught him to respond. This marks the beginning of Samuel’s prophetic ministry.

Now the boy Samuel was ministering
to the Lorp under Eli. The word of the
LorD was rare in those days; visions
were not widespread.

2At that time Eli, whose eyesight had
begun to grow dim so that he could
not see, was lying down in his room;
the lamp of God had not yet gone out,
and Samuel was lying down in the tem-
ple of the LorD, where the ark of God
was. ‘Then the Lorp called, “Samuel!
Samuell” and he said, “Here I am!”
5and ran to Eli, and said, “Here I am,
for you called me.” But he said, “I did
not call; lie down again.” So he went
~ and lay down. “The Lorp called again,
“Samuel!” Samuel got up and went to
Eli, and said, “Here I am, for you called
me.” But he said, “I did not call, my son;
lie down again.” "Now Samuel did not
yet know the Lorp, and the word of
the LorD had not yet been revealed to
him. *The Lorp called Samuel again, a
third time. And he got up and went to
Eli, and said, “Here I am, for you called

me.” Then Eli perceived that the Lorp
was calling the boy. *Therefore Eli said
to Samuel, “Go, lie down; and if he calls
you, you shall say, ‘Speak, LORD, for your
servant is listening.”” So Samuel went
and lay down in his place.

0'Now the LorD came and stood there,
calling as before, “Samuel! Samuel!”
And Samuel said, “Speak, for your ser-
vant is listening.” ["Then the LoRrp said
to Samuel, “See, I am about to do some-
thing in Israel that will make both ears of
anyone who hears of it tingle. *On that
day I will fulfill against Eli all that I have
spoken concerning his house, from be-
ginning to end. *For I have told him that
I am about to punish his house forever,

for the iniquity that he knew, because his °

sons were blaspheming God, and he did
not restrain them. “*Therefore I swear to
the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli’s
house shall not be expiated by sacrifice
or offering forever.”

then he opened the doors of the house

1 Corinthians 6:12-20

Paul helps the Corinthians understand that God has claimed the entirety of their lives throvugh
the death of Chrisi. Hence Christian relationships and conduct, including areas of human sex-
uality, are to reflect the veality that we belong to Christ and that the Holy Spririt lives within us.

“All things are lawful for me,” but not
all things are beneficial. “All things are
lawful for me,” but I will not be domi-
nated by anything. *“Food is meant for
the stomach and the stomach for food,”
and God will destroy both one and the
other. The body is meant not for fornica-
tion but for the Lord, and the Lord for
the body. *And God raised the Lord and
will also raise us by his power. *Do you
not know that your bodies are members
of Christ? Should I therefore take the
members of Christ and make them mem-
bers of a prostitute? Never! *Do you not

know that whoever is united to a prosti-
tute becomes one body with her? For itis
said, “The two shall be one flesh.” '"But
anyone united to the Lord becomes one
spirit with him. *Shun fornication! Every
sin that a person commits is outside the
bady; but the fornicator sins against the
body itself. *Or do you not know that
your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit
within you, which you have from God,
and that you are not your own?
